Initial exercises were done with therabands with PTs which caused issues and were refined in 2005/2006 addressing warm up & cool down using lay people.  Comment by participant - MOB has found a minimal dose for lay people to teach.  Otago & Stepping On use PTs & OTs.
·  What is the easiest way to find a MOB program?  A list of Master Trainers is on website (www.mainehealth.org/MOB) and will refer to Master Trainers.  The Ohio Department of Aging also has on their website and has a toll-free number.  
· Patient-Center Medical Home Model – How do MOB trainers connect to physicians? A – Preble County has but has not had a lot of response yet.  A - Another response is that the connection is more with the staff and you need to have a class ready to go right then.  They are not quite there yet.  It’s not that it isn’t important to them.

Livable Homes Tax Credit (Stinziano & Grossman) originally introduced in 9/21/11
Representative Grossman had a wheelchair experience
1/25/12 Proponent Testimony
Re-introduced 2/26/13 since it didn’t make it through last general assembly.  For a non-refundable income tax credit.  Available to builders as well for each home they build.
Maximum state credit amount is $300, 000
Renovation credit equal = 50% up to $5000 credit
Purchase/construction up to $5000 – requires Universal Visitability
· Other state programs - Geogia, VA, PA (Alleghany county program)
· Bill introduces 2/26/13 and referred to House Ways and Means Committee Chaired by Rep Peter Beck Dist 54 
· Moving Forward
