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SUPPLIES CHECKLIST:

Q Plastic or rubber gloves

Q Plastic trash bags

4 Lint free disposable rags

Q A spray bottle filled with water

O 2 Plastic buckets or 1 divided bucket

Q A mop with washable or disposable cloths

O Water and cleanser

Q A HEPA vacuum - common household
vacuums will spread lead dust into the air

PREPARE THE AREA:

O Wearing gloves, pick up large paint chips found on
floors, porches, and other areas around the home

U Place the chips in a plastic bag

O Remove smaller paint chips by spraying them with
water before sweeping them up with a broom.

Dry sweeping will spread lead dust around

Q Seal the plastic bag
Q4 Place bag in garbage

If unable to complete a whole house cleaning, start with the danger areas in rooms where children spend time.

The most likely danger areas are windows and doors.

Careful cleaning of areas that contain lead is very important. Lead dust collects on window sills, floors, walls, and toys.

CARPETS AND VACUUMING:

Use a vacuum with true HEPA filtration. This will
keep the lead dust from being released back
into the air. Many local health departments
or housing authorities have HEPA vacuums
to loan out at no cost.

A Clean from top to bottom, vacuum furniture
and drapes first

Q Very slowly vacuum carpeting and area rugs

O Flip rugs over and vacuum the other side as well

O Throw rugs may be separately washed in
a washing machine

WHOLE HOUSE CLEANING:

0 Wear plastic or rubber gloves

O Fill one side of the two-sided bucket with
water and cleanser

Q Fill one side with water only

A Clean from the ceiling to the floor with rags.
Start at the farthest corner of the room and
work towards the door

O Wash all surfaces with the detergent
O Change detergent water and rags frequently

O Pour used water and cleanser down the toilet.

Avoid throwing in sinks, bathtubs, and yards
O Change vacuum cleaner bags/canisters
