3701-53-10 Revocation, suspension and denial of permits or operator
access cards.

The director of health may deny, suspend or revoke the permit or operator access
card of any permit holder or individual:

(A) Who obtains or seeks to obtain a permit or operator access card falsely or
deceitfully;

(B) Who fails to comply with any of the provisions of rules 3701-53-01 to 3701-53-
09 of the Administrative Code; or

(C) Who:

(1) As a senior operator, fails to demonstrate that he or she can properly care
for, maintain, perform instrument checks upon, and operate the breath
testing instrument for which the permit is held;

(2) As an operator, fails to demonstrate that he or she can properly operate the
breath testing instrument for which the permit or operator access card is
held;

(3) As a laboratory director or laboratory technician, fails to demonstrate that
he or she can properly perform the technique or method of analysis for

which the permit is held; or

(4) As the designated laboratory director, fails to comply with paragraph (D) of
rule 3701-53-06 of the Administrative Code.
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
